
1.     Seats are on a first-come, first-served basis.  Please come early if you have a preferred seat.
2.     No seats may be reserved before 6:30 p.m.
3.     After 6:30 p.m., patrons may reserve any available seats with cushions or string. Please NEVER  
        use adhesive tape.  Non-adhesive tape is available at the ticket gate. Theater management  
        may reserve seats for disabled persons at any time.    
4.     Please allow other patrons to use your reserved seats if your party is smaller than expected.
5.     There is accessbility for 10 disabled persons per performance. Please respect the signs for   
        accessible/disabled seating on the outside seats of the front row.

Due to Oak Grove’s seating capacity, a particular 
play’s  ticket is good only for that play.

GATE AT WILL CALL. Please pick up your tickets when you 
arrive to reserve your seats.

A ticket is avail-
able at the gate on the night of performance for $20.
